	Organization
	
	Includes everything required in the presentation

States the main idea and moves from one idea to the next in a logical order, emphasizing main points in a focused, coherent manner (SL.4)

Has an effective introduction and conclusion

Organizes time well; no part of the presentation is rushed, too short or too long
	Includes almost everything required in the presentation

Moves from one idea to the next, but may not be clear or some ideas may be in the wrong order (SL.4)
